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End Polio Now —

The First National Immunization Days in China 1993-94

October 24 is Rotary’s World Polio Day 2016. Twenty plus years ago, there were the first National
Polio Immunization Days in China, which made China reach 100 million children in a historic
immunization campaign.

On December 5, 1993, the People’s Republic of China launched the world’s largest National Im
munization Day (NID) by then. In a 24-hour period, the world’s most populous country immunized
more children than in all of Asia and Africa together. An estimated 100 million children received two
doses each of oral polio vaccine at local immunization posts and health centers. The then Chinese
President Jiang Zemin and several state leaders attended immunization sessions in Beijing, as well
as in some cities of other provinces. According to a statement 1994 issued by the World Health
Organization’s (WHO) regional office in Manila: “The support from all sectors of the government
and the public was tremendous. Rotary shares a considerable part of the credit for this success by
providing vaccine for this NID as well as vaccine for last year’s province-wide immunization days.”
Rotary helped to support this milestone effort with a PolioPlus grant of US$2 million. Japanese
Rotarians were instrumental in helping fund the program, raising US$750,000 in a grass-roots effort.
(This was in addition to the amount raised in Japan during the PolioPlus Campaign.) Since there were no Rotary clubs in China Mainland,
Japan’s support was especially helpful. Moreover, Japan’s government donated another USS$2 million, supplemented by US$300,000 from the
country’s private sector.

The Project story began in October 1989. The Rotary Foundation provided a US$15 million grant to help fund construction of a polio vaccine

manufacturing facility in Kunming (28), Yunnan Province, China. On October 8, 1992, groundbreaking ceremonies were held for what
would become one of the largest polio vaccine production plants in the world.

The general assembly first saw the financial report by CM. As always, the amounts were impressive, as well as the fact that the club currently has

1.4mio RMB in total assets.

Then the changes to our bylaws were introduced by Moto and voted upon. In summary the changes will relax attendance requirements, optimize
election rules and improve financial transparency. As we had a quorum and the changes were passed by unanimous votes.

Service projects were also introduced by Alejandro. Three key steps are there: Plan, implement and evaluate, with the last step often missing.
Furthermore we need more signature projects which help us to gain more traction. Working together with other organizations can multiply our
impact, as the water project or the library project have shown. Target is that 75% of all members engage themselves in projects. Especially local
projects take priority, project in Shanghai or with the local community (and also with other local Rotary clubs). Thus should also guide our
fundraising activities: It should be related to our project activities, we should be able to be associated with each project and fund-raiser as a Rotary
Club and we should draw on our experience.
Lastly it was also highlighted that we have a target of donating 100USS$ to the RI Foundation every year. This would make each of us a Paul Harris
Fellow after 10 years — but more importantly shows how Rotary in China contributes to RI.

The meeting was adjourned by President Andrew, who gave our condolences to visiting Rotarian Juanitta Ndila, who had lost her son recently in a

traffic accident in Shanghai.
