The importance of medical and life insurance protection for foreigners in China

Many of us who live in China have probably thought once or twice “What happens if………?”. Tonight Patrick, the 
owner of the Abacare Group, an Insurance Broker with offices in Beijing, Shanghai, Shenzhen, Hongkong and 
Singapore, will discuss this important topic with us. 
Patrick has been in Asia since 1982 and has started several businesses here. He has been a founding member of the 
Rotary Club of Wanchai, has been awarded by the French government the Chevalier de Legion d’Honneur and other 
awards. He has been involved in several charities and is, with friends, the founder of a charity supporting schools, 
orphanages and old aged homes in China, Nepal, India and Bhutan. He enjoys travelling off the beaten track, good 
wines and much more. 

On August 12th Tianjin was rocked by two tremendous explosions. We all have 
seen the aftermath on TV and Youku. As of today 173 people have been reported 
killed and 17.000 apartment units were affected by the explosions. 
Given the epic scale of the devastation, it certainly was also a call to arms for 
Rotarians. Members of the provisional RC of TJ and volunteers rushed immediately 
to the scene and helped the wounded. Also immediately Rotarians started 
fundraising. Given the nature of the explosion and the noxious gases released, within 
48hrs Rotarians joined the Soong Ching Ling foundation in donating and distributing 
air purifiers to kindergartens, elderly homes, primary and secondary schools as well 
as community centers.
