Sell-
ing and moving out is not an option, as it would be difficult to buy a new 
apartment in these days of skyrocketing real estate prices. Here Habitat 

for Humanity steps in, helping them 
to reach a basic standard of living 
conditions. The lievely Q&A after-
wards highlighted the interest which 
these topics found with Rotarians.
