Phajsi in Bolivia to raise funds in order to send aid to Bolivians in
need of supplies.

The supplies in need were masks and other sanitizing supplies to
help against the battle with COVID-19. Miguel Angel, Rotaract "s
representative and project lead along the entities mentioned
above were able to raise a sum of 7,500 RMB from the Latin Night
