Update on our Kashin Beck Support

With RC Shanghai donations, KBDF has implemented activities in the 4 Tibetan villages of Tanakang, Lhakang, Jamchung and Jomdo, mainly to
build 30 greenhouses as well as 2 seedbanks. Between September and November, villagers did all the construction work. Blankets, to protect
greenhouses and seedbanks from the cold during the winter and to prevent the vegetables to freeze, were also distributed.

The greenhouses play an important role in the project. They permit the villagers to have vegetable all year long (an average of 36,7 kg of
vegetables/month/family was recorded) and gives children more diversified food. Besides helping to prevent KBD, it also contributes to the
improvement of the general health status of the population.

As the winter is soon coming and the coldness is already there, the 2 additional seed banks will be plan-ted during the next springtime. Also one
seed dressing machine was ordered for the village of Jamchung and will be distributed during next spring.

In Jomdo, a threshing machine and a tsampa (barley) mill were distributed. The tsampa, roasted barley The Four—Way Test
flour, is the main food of the Tibetan villagers. To distribute these mills allows KBDF to influence every mk%g&
