All of us are hopefully aware of our water project, a project designed to deliver water to a remote school/village in Sichuan. The RC Shanghai is
taking the lead role on the project, with other organizations and Rotarians involved, namely: RC Richmond Sunset, RC of York (Canada), RC
Chengdu, RC Chongging, (PR China), Hua Qiao Foundation and the Blue Eagle Association who coordinates with the local contractor.

Rl approved the project on March 2, 2016. The Global grant funding of US$42,612 (Rmb 279,989) for the procurement of materials was received by
the RC Richmond Sunset and forwarded to the cooperation partner, Hua Qiao Foundation (HQF) for ease of handling USS/Rmb conversion and
wiring into China. A financial management plan was revised and obtained approval from RI. Redesign
incurred an extra of Rmb30,000 and the HQF has kindly donated this to the project. 30% of the material The FOUI’-WE\/ Test
cost was directly wired to the project manager for doing deposits. 113 ‘—k%gﬁ

remaining piping cost were wired to the supplier directly as per Rl procedure. The rest was wired to the
project manager who will pay the smaller vendors.
