Stimulating educational
values like dignity and respect
for others, important and
necessary for the forming of a
person’s character.

A Rotakids club provide various
benefits to the sponsoring
Rotary Club, the family
members start to participate
more actively in the club’s
activities when they are
accompanied by the children.

The Rotakids encourage the
protection of animals and
plants, look after our planet,
decrease the litter in our
community and recycle, the
participation of the family
members and promote
international goodwill.

Presently there are 169 Rotakids clubs in the world, in 72 Districts of 23 different countries, with a
total of 3,445 Rotakidianos. The countries with a greater amount of Rotakids clubs are Brazil (recall
that it is the country where Rotakids was first established) and Great Britain. The Rotakids Club
EarlyAct Club Hungry of Kisvarda in Hungary is the biggest club with 365 Rotakidianos.

It is not difficult to create a Rotakids; it starts with the creation of a group of children which can be
sons and daughters nieces and nephews or neighbours of some Rotarians, or a school which already
has an Interact club established. The sponsoring club should form a committee that with the help of
the spouses accompany the future Rotakidianos. Guide by the sponsoring club, the Rotakids club
have their administrative and financial autonomy. And like any other Rotary club, they have their
president and board of directors.
