Marian Danko, a well-known entrepreneur in Shanghai, discussed 
how networking plays a crucial role in fostering innovation in Chi-
na.

Lastly, Paul Lin, a business consultant and NYU adjunct professor, 
discussed innovation in profit models and how companies world-
wide tackle the challenges of staying relevant by disrupting and 
reinventing traditional business models in the digital era.
