How did Rotary begin? 

A primer by Herbert K. Lau

In its early years, Rotary clubs served as a respite from the rampant corrup-
tion in business at that time. Rotarians understood that one of the organi-
zation’s great strengths were the high ethical standards of its members. Let 
us rewind to the year 1900 in Chicago. For many years, the quotation from 
Ralph Waldo Emerson hung on the wall of the office of Paul Harris: “He who 
has a thousand friends has not a friend to spare.” It was in quest of friend-
ship that Paul, began to think in terms of bringing business and professional 
men together for fellowship and mutual benefit. This idea came to rudiment-
tary fruition on 23 February 1905, when Paul and three friends gathered for 
what was to be the first meeting of a Rotary Club. Over the years that spark 
of friendship multiplied and radiated to more than 200 countries. The idea 
that started in the mind and heart of one man has matured into a prestigious 
global organization of more than 35,000 Rotary clubs with over 1.22 million 
members. In discussing business at the time Rotary came into existence, 
Chesley R. Perry, first secretary of RI, said: “Giants of business were fighting 
over trade territories; competition was ruthless, and not only big business 
but all sorts of businesses, large and small, were then under the suspicion of 
being conducted on the basis of get all you can get and get it first. Into such a 
world Rotary was born … “ The four participants in the February meeting and 
those who soon joined them were for the most part young men who were 
striving to establish themselves in life. Paul called them “men of ordinary 
walks of life; … natural products of the times and subject to its usual frailties 
… all were friendly and congenial … each represented a recognized honorable 
vocation different from that of the idea that friendship and business could go 
hand in hand in strengthening both – and, not incidentally, to the individual 
business or professional benefit of those who participated.” Thus, the first 
Rotary club was formed to provide an opportunity for fellowship and friend-
liness coupled with a basis for exchange of business between and among its 
members.
