Gates open at noon and there will
be food and beverages from then
on all day.”

Winninghoff Arena is a ter-
raced, grassy amphitheater which the Rotary Club constructed above
the town’s new ice rink. It can seat up to 3,000 concert goers and is
well known for its great acoustics.

Two years ago the Rotary purchased land adjacent to the rink to
create a food court area during concerts. The concert site is literally in
the heart of the historic mining town. Concert goers receive wrist-
bands that permit them to leave the arena any time during the event
and walk the half block to the beautifully restored downtown area.

“This year we decided to add a limited number of high-end auc-
tion items between the bands,” explained Tenesch. According to
Tenesch the auction items include float trips, lodging, a Napa wine
tour package and golf at
top courses. The list is not
finalized as the Rotary
Club is still receiving
items. Over the last dec-
ade Rotary events at Win-
ninghoff Park have raised
more than a quarter mil-
lion dollars for park im-
provements and local

charities.

Friends and families of all ages are encouraged to bring blankets,
lawn chairs, and umbrellas for comfort in the grassy terraced area of
our Philipsburg Outdoor Amphitheater. This provides for excellent
viewing, listening, and dancing opportunities while enjoying the
event! Handicap seating will also be available.

with Phil Atkins, an Australian and friend of Dir. Philippines
Mike Escaler, as primary advocate and proponent. " o

It was Dir. Mike, who has been supporting the pro- ‘;’H
ject for 15 years, who recommended the project to Dayao

the Club for funding assistance.

At last week’s meeting, the club handed to Phil
a check for P50,000 representing the club’s contribution as project
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partner. And last Wednesday, May 9, Pres. Jun Jun Dayrit and Dir.
Mike motored to Zambales to visit the site and personally observe the
project.

The project is anchored on organic vegetable gardening, forward-
integrated with a feeding program for 600 school children at the San
Isidro Elementary School in Castillejos, Zambales. Phil hopes to ex-
pand the coverage to serve and additional 300 to 500 children.

The organic garden covers half a hectare of land, where they grow
a variety of vegetables such as ampalaya (bitter gourd), tomato, egg-
plant, okra, pechay (local bok choy), cucumber, lettuce, and broccoli,
among others. They use composting to produce organic fertilizer and
the produce they harvest is used as ingredients for the meals they
serve the kids three times a week.

The project has several components: training on organic garden-
ing, establishment of a nursery, establishment of a composting facili-
ty, and rehabilitation of an existing water system. In addition, there’s
active community participation, with the parents given responsibility
for operating and maintaining the garden and the Office of the Munic-
ipal Agriculturist serving as project implementor.

Total funding has come up to P155,800, P50,000 from RC Makati,
the rest from Rotary Clubs and Rotarians in his home country, Aus-
tralia.
